7 Reasons You Should Watch...

Junior Nicole Gorney is back to
give us her take on what makes
Dead Poets Society such a classic...

1. Robin Williams and the cast
A new movie premiering with Rob-
in Williams seems like such a dis-
tant memory. On August 11th,
2014, he tragically passed away
after having battled depression for
numerous years. To many of us, his
most memorable portrayal is the
inspirational and unforgettable Mr.
Keating in Dead Poets Society.

In the movie, Mr. Keating is the
new English teacher at a strict all-
boys boarding school and has un-
orthodox lessons up his sleeve. In
each of their other classes, the stu-
dents are made known of the strict
expectations and standards they’re
expected to uphold (such as one
point off their overall average if
they hand in a late homework as-
sighment or receiving twenty ques-
tions in a workbook for homework
on the first day of school). Mr.
Keating decides to take a different
approach for his own classroom
methods— he challenges the boys
to question their methods of think-
ing and to make their own deci-
sions, rather than always do as
they’re told. He shone light on the
phrase, which, according to the
American Film Institute, is the
ninety-fifth greatest movie quote,
“Carpe Diem. Seize the day, boys.
Make your lives extraordinary.”

Not only does Williams’ acting
stand out as exemplary, but the
actors who play Keating’s students
constantly steal the scene and cap-
ture the audience's hearts. Neil
Perry (Robert Sean Leonard), Todd
Anderson (Ethan Hawke), Chatlie
Dalton (Gale Hansen), Knox
Opverstreet (Josh Chatles), Gerard

Pitts (James Waterston), Steven
Meeks (Allelon Ruggiero), and Rich-
ard Cameron (Dylan Kussman) each
come from different backgrounds and
have their own hopes and dreams.

Despite the majority of the actors
being in their late teens or early twen-
ties, they’re able to provide unique
and powerful performances in the
film, encapsulating the soul of their
characters within each line of dialogue
spoken. The role of any actor is to
make the audience forget that they’re
watching a person portray a character,
which definitely sums up every pet-
formance found in this film.

2. Adolescence is genuinely dis-
played

With so many contentious situations
occurring in the world around them,
most children are forced to grow up
far too quickly. Dead Poets Society,
though filmed almost thirty years ago,
contains themes that are still relevant
in our modern society because they
recognize this unfortunate matter-of-
fact and touch upon it numerous
times.

In a plethora of television shows and
movies, children and teenagers aren’t
accurately portrayed. Most of the time
they’re mere stereotypes and tropes,
which leaves audiences to wonder if
the writers even know what kids are
actually like. Though a pensive and
deep atmosphere is found frequently
throughout the film, immaturity is still
present among the boys’ friend group
because, after all, they’re still high
school boys. For example, during one
of the scenes Neil grabs an important
paper from Todd’s hands and starts
running around the room with it and
jumping on the beds to prevent Todd
from retrieving it— the same Neil
who eventually spearheads the “Dead
Poets Society” revival. Certain aspects
of teenage behaviors are far too prev-

valent to ignore in order to genuinely
portray them on camera.

3. Empathy

Empathy, in the simplest of terms, is
the ability to understand and share the
feelings of one another. Throughout the
course of the film, each of the charac-
ters are brought closer together through
their shared love of poetry and lust for
life. Though a sorrowful outcome
comes about towards the end of the
film, it provides the opportunity for
each of the characters to react in their
own personal (and genuine) ways,
which brings many of them closer to-
gether through a sense of unity. Because
of the way their grieving processes are
portrayed, the loss is able to be felt
deeply by viewers.

4. Friendship
Like any great film that’s able to stand

the test of time, strong friendship is
found within the core of Dead Poets Soci-
ety. Both the friendship between the
boys and Mr. Keating and the boys with
each other are the heart and soul of this
film. The ideas of trustworthiness and
loyalty within a friend group are ex-
plored numerous times, which are two
circumstances practically everyone can
relate to. Through poetry and friend-
ship, the boys are able to discover an
ambiguous beauty found in adolescence
and attempt to seize the day in every
way possible.

5. Boarding School
The environment chosen for the film is

an all-boys boarding school, “Welton
Academy.” This is a clever choice on
the screenwriters’ parts, as a boarding
school is a form of isolation which adds
to the boys’ yearn for rebellion. The
majority of the film takes place within
“Welton,” in which the administrators
and faculty control practically every
aspect of the students’ lives, so a great
significance is found within the boys
traveling to other locations. The Dead
Poets meetings, for example, are held in

Leadership Classes Put Theory Into Practice

impressed those at the fire hall. While

the organizations surely benefitted from

the students’ hard work, the Lancers
from St. Mary’s say they also received
more than they gave: “To know you’re
helping out someone else and making a
difference, that’s really a life-changing
thing and makes you want to continue
to give back more,” said St. Mary’s sen-
ior, Andrew Wargo.

St. Mary’s has made leadership a man-
datory class for all students, alongside
other classes like public speaking and

Buffalo—Up Close and Personal

Buffalo Central Terminal—Exterior

Not far from the Broadway Market
on Buffalo’s East Side, there is a 271-
foot iconic building from the 1930s
called the Buffalo Central Terminal.
The Buffalo Central Terminal once
saw over 200 trains and 10,000 pas-
sengers every day. However, this 17-
story art-deco masterpiece took time
and hard work to build. This massive
terminal property covered 61 acres
and cost $14 million to build. (That is
equivalent to $202 million in today’s
dollars.) It has features such as huge
arching windows, baggage check
points, several ticket booths, shops, a
restaurant and a parking garage. The
facility employed 1,500 people. The
Buffalo Central Terminal immediately
flourished, and stayed bustling even
through rough times during the Great
Depression and the post war eras.

A feature perhaps even more well

known than the terminal itself is
the 14-foot tall, four-sided clock
that was located in the main con-
course. This beacon was a com-
mon place for people to congre-
gate. People meeting incoming
travelers would simply say “meet
me at the clock.” The clock was
eventually sold as the terminal
became unused. It was later dis-
covered in a Chicago antique
shop. A public fundraising effort
brought the clock back to its
home in Buffalo, where it was
restored back to its original gran-
deur. Rail transportation was at an
all-time high, and stayed strong
until the 1950s when an increase
in automobile and air travel com-
bined with a loss of profit sent the
terminal into its downfall.
